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A project developed and delivered by sounddelivery in partnership with the Learning Department at Crich Tramway Village and creative writer Linda Kempton has won the “Working with Children and Young People” award for their project, 'Hear All About It' at the Derbyshire Heritage Awards .
[image: ]The project, which was funded by the Renaissance East Midlands 'MuBu' scheme, involved young people creating an audio trail to guide visitors through the museum’s restored period village streets.
A key part of the project was to give young people the skills and creative ability to produce the audio trail themselves. The production process included a series of intensive workshops in scriptwriting, storytelling, audio production and drama skills.
The young people then created a series of short audio-dramas based around different features including a stench pipe, tram shelter and a police phone box (known by many as the Tardis).
The audio guides are available to download from the museum’s website and are accompanied by an interactive map pinpointing their locations.

The Judges said: 
 ‘It was an admirable project that engaged a notoriously difficult group (teenagers) and that they demonstrated genuine enthusiasm for the project.  Hear all About It took a creative approach to developing interpretation of street furniture on site which will encourage people to visit.’
